Volos, the capital of Magnesia, is one of the most beautiful
cities in Greece and is located in the center of the country.
It is a natural port of the Pagasitikos Gulf, resting in the
shadow of the mythic mountain of the Centaurs, Pelion,
while, at the same time, Volos, also, acts as a cabotage
connection between the mainland and the islands of
Northern Sporades i.e. Skiathos, Skopelos and Alonissos.

IMPRESSIVE ENTRANCE: The view is spectacular and
each day at dawn the city is almost mystical. The Gods
residing in Pelion seem to gently lift over the villages of
Portaria and Makrinitsa the veil of the morning mist, while
the liner vessels start up their engines, ready to roam the
Sporades islands. It is within this magical scenery that the
waves of Pagasitikos Gulf gently stroke the ’prince’, who
stretches in an effort to embrace the horizon. You can
easily play tic-tac-toe by gazing the city streets from high
above! All the city streets run on horizontal and vertical
lines, following the design of the Hippodamian System of
urban planning, eliminating this way any chance of ever
getting lost in the city. The horizontal streets run parallel to
the sea, while the vertical ones aim towards Mount Pelion.
All you need is lots of energy to walk.

A ‘NEW’ CITY: The city of Volos experienced a rapid pace
of development after its incorporation into the Greek state
in 1881. Its history, however, starts 9.000 years before
that. In order for someone to relive it, he or she must tour
the archeological sites of Dimini, Sesklo, Pagases and
Nea Anchialos... You must visit the wonderful findings
kept in the Athanasakio Archaeological Museum of Volos
and find out more about lolko, Dimitriada and the mythical
journey of the Argonauts. The city’s port harbored com-
mercial trade for the whole of Thessaly and Mount Pelion,
while the work of the refugees, who came over after the
distraction of Asia Minor in 1922, made the city of Volos
into an important industrial center for Greece.

The earthquake of 1955 halted -temporarily- the city’s
rapid development, destroying an important segment of
its architectural style. New buildings were resurrected in
the city, while the officials, through their tireless efforts,
managed to rescue from demolition some of the city’s

industrial buildings by renovating them and turning them
into public venues.

The city’s University is the center of innovation and
youth culture. It is home for more than 11.000 eager and
energetic students, who roam the city’s streets, experienc-
ing the philosophy of modern evolution and new ideas.

The 2004 Olympic Games highlighted Volos as an
Olympic City. There were renovations made to the city’s
waterfront and the grandiose Panthessaliko Stadium was,
also, resurrected, which played an important role in the
promotion of Sport tourism, but, also, in the area’s devel-
opment and promotion of exercise and of a healthy
lifestyle for people of all ages.

The luxurious cruise ships with thousands of visitors dis-
embarking every year in the port of Volos have helped a
great deal in the promotion of Volos and Mount Pelion all
over the world. The same is true for the mythic ship of
Argo, which was reconstructed, copying the model of the
original ship, and is now located in the center of Volos’
port.

The airport of Nea Anchialos (VOL) acts as an air gate
for many European countries. There are charter flights, as
well as scheduled ones that carry thousands of visitors
every year.

Volos is a modern city where you can enjoy a quick walk
along its beautiful waterfront, with its many anchored sail-
ing boats and coffee shops, where you can enjoy tsipouro
(a local alcoholic beverage) in any one of the more than
400 seafood taverns that serve it or take the road that
leads to Pelion, where you can enjoy the fresh air, escape
to the nearby beaches and enjoy their crystal-clear waters
or, if you decide to stay in the city, go shopping in the
city’s rich and modern market. There are so many things
to do in Volos that it takes time for anyone to take it in and
realize that this is the perfect city for someone to live in,
due to its moderate pace of life that combines harmo-
niously a modern urban atmosphere and an ideal vaca-
tion destination.

The maritime communication between
Volos and the rest of the areas around the
Aegean Sea started at the end of the
Neolithic Age (4000 BC). It is from this place
that, after all, the mythic figure of Jason
started his journey towards Colchis, aboard
the legendary ship of Argo. The develop-
ment of the new city, right after its liberation,
it is largely due to its port, where usually the
majority of all the products produced in
Thessaly ended up.

Today, the port of Volos holds an important
position amongst the rest of the sectors
contributing towards national economy,
making it an integral part of city life. It is the
third largest commercial port in Greece,
offering services to vessels travelling to and
from the Mediterranean region and Europe,
as well as cargo storage services. There are
ships and speedboats connecting the port
with Skiathos, Skopelos and Alonissos. The
distance between the port’s dock and the
city’s waterfront is just 200 m., making
access to it very easy and fully incorporat-
ing the port into the city’s everyday life. The
port of the city of Volos is, also, a long-term
mooring site for recreational craft, where
small or medium size boats can be accom-
modated and offered mooring services.
Additionally, one can find recreational craft
rental companies in the same area.

In recent years the city’s port is developing
into a key cruise ship service port, which
many cruise ships select as a docking desti-
nation in order to offer to their passengers
the opportunity to visit the city of Volos and
the region of Magnesia in general, Mount
Pelion, as well as Meteora.

When Jason decided to take the Golden Fleece
from Colchis, he called upon all the brave men
of his era to accompany him. All the heroic
men of Greece took part in the quest, 50 of
them, including Hercules and Antalanti, the only
woman. The ship was made out of timber from
Mount Pelion with the guidance of the Goddess
Athena. They sailed off from Pagases, the port
of lolkos -the city of Volos today- and rowing
they have reached the kingdom of Colchis.

35 centuries later, this myth is revived. The mod-
ern Argo was constructed following the same
specifications, tools and timber used for the
original, replicating the rules of ancient Greek
shipbuilding, which make it today the center of
international scientific and academic interest,
and revived this mythical journey once more.

The historic train station, constructed by the Italian engineer Evaristo de Chirico, is preserved
since 1884. It is an elegant building of neoclassical design and a two-pitch roof with wooden
decorations on the outline that makes it a true architectural jewel for the city. On the first floor
of the building the visitor can find the Railway Station Museum of Thessaly where old photo-
graphs, telegraphs, station watches, books on railway architecture, and the original designs of
Evaristo de Chirico are on display.

The rooftile and brickworks factory of Tsalapata was manufacturing bricks and roof tiles from 1925 and
up until 1975, which it exported to Europe and all over the world through the port of Volos. In 1994 the
old factory buildings were bought and renovated by the Municipality of Volos. In 2004, the Piraeus Bank
Group Cultural Foundation decided to create a model museum, which was completed in 2006. The visi-
tor has the opportunity to see up close the technology used, the labor practices of the time and the var-
ious stages of the production process, while amongst them, what truly stands out is the Hoffman fur-
nace. Various educational programs and activities are organized in the museum, while in the complex’s
courtyard there are restaurants, bars, live music halls, creative workshops etc. creating this way a multi-
functional space that is an asset for the city of Volos.

Both villages offer to visitors the opportunity to wander
around their cobblestone streets, enjoy their coffee in the beautiful squares under the shade
of plane trees, taste the authentic traditional Greek cuisine of Pelion and meet the villages’
smiling and pleasant inhabitants. If you prefer the sensation of the sea-breeze and wish to
enjoy a glass of tsipouro by the seaside or to go swimming, the sea-side villages of Mount
Pelion, which are only a short distance away from Volos, await you: Agria, Lechonia,
Plaranidia, Malaki, Kato Gatzea, Kala Nera... On the west side of the city you will find Alykes
and after a wonderful sea-side route you will reach Nea Anchialo, a town with a rich cultural
inheritance and a unique beach that has black sand.

The constant presence of humans in the area, even from the Neolithic era, is documented through a series of important findings. From the Neolithic settle-
ments of Dimini and Sesklo, the mythic lolko and the Hellenistic Demetrias up until Byzantium and the Ottoman domination. This long heritage is well repre-
sented through the rich archaeological and folklore collections of the prefecture, as well as through the archeological sites uncovered over the years.

In Dimini, the visitor can see the Neolithic settlement with its six con-
centric stone quadrangles dating back to the 5th millennium. In 1980
an important Mycenaean settlement was uncovered, which resembles
that of lolko, Jason’s birthplace. The imposing vaulted tomb, also
known as 'Tumba’, stands out. (T. +30 2421085960).

In Sesklo, you will see the Neolithic settlement on the hill "Kastraki". It
is one of the oldest settlements in Europe and it was first inhabited n
the middle of the 7th millennium. (T. +30 2421085960, 2421095172).

In Ancient Demetrias, one of the largest cities of antiquity that was
founded by Demetrius Poliorcetes in 294 BC, you will see the theater,
the palace, the Monument, the remnants of the Roman aqueduct,
known as ’teeth’, the walls and the acropolis. (T. +30 2421076278,

In Nea Anchialos, an important center of the Early Christian and
Byzantine Thessaly, one of the most important findings of the region
are the sections of Early Christian temples that are dating back to the
5th and 6th century AC. The wonderful mosaic floors, which are pre-
served in good condition, stand out.

Important archeological findings can, also, be found in Mikrothivai
(Phthiotic Thebes), in Velestino (Feres), in the hill of Goritsa that over-
looks Volos, in Pefkakia (Nileia), in Pagases and in Soro (Amfanes).

It feels like it sprang from underneath the sea, like
it is a "sea mountain", one of the most densely pop-
ulated mountains in Greece.

Pelion’s natural beauty fascinates anybody with its
primal element, water, which springs from the moun-
tain’s gut and pours out, like a torrent, to fertilize the
earth, which, in turn, returns the favor by constantly
giving birth to nature’s goods. At the same time, the
mountain is covered by an impenetrable veil of deep-
green forests, covering every surface and reaching to
the sea, where the green of the forest and the blue of
the sea become one.

Pelion is a mountain full of life. Its houses are
made from materials that the mountain produces.
You will come across guesthouses that bare all the
elements of the art of Epirus masters and craftsmen,
who first build them and they were later renovated by
their owners with the utmost respect. You will walk
on cobblestone streets, which were once the only
avenues of communication between the inhabitants.
You will cross stone bridges and you will drink water
from the numerous fountains that can be found on
the edge of the road. You will visit the monasteries (it
was called the mountain of monastic cells), the
numerous churches and chapels, which were build
centuries ago in order to warm the hearts of the faith-
ful and that are now filled with masterpieces of
painters, hagiographers and woodcarvers. You will
experience the unique tastes of true organic farming
and when you reach one of the mountain’s well-

known beaches you will understand to what degree
the photographs you have seen fail to capture their real
beauty!

Pelion resembles a well structured book. For each
season, there is a different chapter with each own
unique beauty. For every place, there is a whole differ-
ent section. Poets and scholars have praised it. Since
antiquity, Homer described it as einosifyllon (shaking
leafs, he used that word in order to describe the image
of the movement made by the leaves, as the wind blew
through the dense forests). Many enlighteners found
here the perfect ground to establish great schools of
’higher education’, while being in exile. They fell in love
with this mountain and they have decided to donate
their fortunes for the development of this place. There
were, also, many of Pelion’s inhabitants that gave their
lives to aid the Greek fight for freedom.

It is more than just a tourist destination. There is
myth, history, tradition in the air that blows through
every corner and every village of this mountain:
Makrinitsa, Zagora, Tsagkarada, Milies, Trikeri and in
many more of the mountain’s villages. A simple stroll
down the mountain’s trails places the visitors’ senses in
high alert, as they listen closely, certain to hear the gal-
loping of the Centaurs. It is the songs and dances of
the traditional "Pelion Wedding’, as well as the ritual
traits of the worship of nature and the Dionysian atmos-
phere of the "Maides". The tradition and customs of
Pelion is not just a tourist attraction, they are closely
intertwined with the life of its inhabitants. Even a ride
on the historic train of Moutzouris is a ritual, a journey
through time.

Pelion is the mountain of escape and exploration, of
myth, history and culture. Pelion as a misty mountain
or Pelion as a serene paradise offers a perfect balance
and a paradise on earth for nature lovers. Hike through
it, listen closely, live the full experience it offers!

Pelion will reward you for certain!

The train called Moutzouris realized its fist train service from Volos to Ano Lechonia in 1896 and included for the first time as its
final stop the rail station of Milies in 1903. On a daily basis, the train climbed up Mount Pelion, huffing and puffing, transporting
a heavy load of people and goods up until 1971. Back then this train was the most important mean of transportation for people
and goods. In the spring of 1996 the train came back to life, with a modernized engine, fit for its new life. Its route starts from
Ano Lechonia and ends, after crossing 15 kilometers, in the Rail Station of Milies. There, the engine is reversed manually for
the journey back. It is a splendid train ride of an hour and a half, through gorges, ravines, nine different bridges -eight stone
ones and one metallic, named de Chirico in honor of the Italian designer of the route- as well as through two small tunnels.

It is an unforgettable experience and train ride that you should not miss!

The religious feeling of the inhabitants of Pelion is closely connected to their history, culture and
life. This, after all, is evident from the thousand Christian monuments dating back to the 3rd centu-
ry, ruins of early Christian temples, great Byzantine monuments, small and humble chapels,
monasteries, that take you centuries back, when monastic life was blooming all over Mount
Pelion. And if this religious feeling is not enticing enough, then the idyllic architecture, the wonder-
ful wooden carved altarpieces, the vaulted murals, but, also, the hagiographies of folk painters
that decorate their walls are reason enough to visit them.

The culture that was developed in Pelion and its huge contribution in the field of Arts and Letters can
be found well-preserved in museums, collections and libraries, acting as a testament to the spiritual
wealth that Pelion was fortunate enough to experience. The "Common Education" Schools that oper-
ated during the Turkish dominion are scattered all over Pelion, with the Hellenic Museum of Zagora,
the School of Milies, the Public Library of Zagora and the library of Milies being the most well-known
amongst them. Furthermore, the Folklore museums, which can be found in almost every village in
Pelion, capture the lives of the mountain’s inhabitants over the years, while folk paintings, such as
those by the painter Theophilos Chatzimihail from Mytilene and the painter loannis Pagonis from
Epirus, can be found in mansions, cafes, churches etc.

Lake Voivis or Karla walked along the lakeside populations between
myth and reality. It was praised by Homer, Pindar, Strabo... It was con-
nected to the God Apollo, Asclepius and the Argonautic campaign, while
it was passage or shelter for many demigods and heroes (Theseus,
Hercules, Amazons) on their way to their various quests. The lake’s
waters helped for a lakeside culture to flourish, its roots dating back
many centuries... For a number of generations the lakeside inhabitants
of the area were exclusively fishermen that literally lived at the edge of
the lake’s water in huts for nine months each year, fishing. In this settle-
ment by the water there were several huts and ’ships’ (the original boats
without keel that were used by the fishermen). Fishermen, fish, birds and
wattled weeds, all tangled together, men, animals and plants in a harmo-
nious composition.

The plans to drain the lake started around the end of the 28th century.
The project was finally materialized in 1962, diverting the lake’s water to
Pagasitikos Gulf through a tunnel. Since 2009, the lake is again full of
water, after the completion of the lake’s flooding in one of the largest
wetland rehabilitation projects in Europe.

"Tasty is the food that was cooked by people that love cooking"!
The freshly cut tomato that you've just took out of your vegetable
garden tastes differently, so is the bread you just took out from
the wood oven or the mushrooms you’ve just picked from the
mountain... That is the philosophy of the local cuisine. Fresh,
local products that aid in the creation of tasty traditional dishes,
such as spetzofai (green peppers and sausages in tomato
sauce), boubari (stuffed intestines with meat and herbs), all kinds
of pies and many more dishes. Usually every meal ends with a
desert, like the traditional sweet preserves of apple, chestnuts
and figs. Seafood and fish is, also, a fixture in traditional local
cuisine, usually caught in the Aegean Sea.

You should not forget, after all, that the gastronomic scene of
Volos is closely connected with tsipouro (alcoholic drink) - the
aperitif of the inhabitants of Volos. This connection with tsipouro
started with the refugees of Asia Minor (1922) and those that
mainly worked as fishermen or near the port. They were drinking
tsipouro, accompanied by seafood, as an everyday habit. Volos
today has more than 400 seafood taverns that serve tsipouro,
they can be found scattered in every corner of the city, ready to
serve you and pass on to you their philosophy!
